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The Southwest Florida Water Management District (District) monitors environmental conditions at a
number of water bodies in its 16-county area, including Lake Panasoffkee and the Withlacoochee River, to
determine the health of our local waters and the results of restoration projects. The District also manages a
number of local structures, including the Wysong-Coogler Water Conservation Structure as a means of
water conservation. This update provides current information about the health of Lake Panasoffkee and
the operation of the Wysong-Coogler Water Conservation Structure.
